1.	Introduction
The City of Sterling heights has prepared the FY 2017/18 One Year Action Plan which outlines activities that will be funded using Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME funds received from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in accordance with 24 CFR Part 91.220 of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended.
The Annual Action Plan implements the Cities Consolidated plan, effective from July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2019, and details the CDBG and HOME program for the City and the Consortium.
FUNDING NOTE:  The final grant funding amounts had not been released by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development at the time that the 2017 Annual Action Plan was made available for public comment.  The funding amounts included in the plan are estimates based on the actual amount that the City received for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment Partnership programs during the 2016 program year.
Any increase or decrease in funding to match the actual 2017 allocation amounts will be applied as approved by the City Council.

2.	Summarize the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan

1. Improve Public Facilities and Infrastructure
Community and stakeholder feedback indicate a need for public works and improvements throughout the City.  The public demands that facilities and infrastructure be maintained and installed as appropriate to meet existing and increased needs.  This Plan will focus on maintaining and improving existing (and creating new) public facilities and improvements that primarily serve LI people, or which are located in blighted neighborhoods.  Funding will be allocated to the improvements of the Senior Center, and roads.
1. Make Available Appropriate Housing
The maintenance and preservation of housing for all residents but particularly affordable housing for LI owners is a high priority of this Plan.  Due to economic restructuring and a global financial crisis, many formerly self-sufficient families have lost, or are in danger of losing, their homes.  These newly homeless, and at-risk, families require assistance to maintain their dignity and preserve what has become a tenuous grip in the economic mainstream.  Families face economic uncertainty due to stagnant or declining incomes resulting from un- or under-employment, plus losses of health and other benefits.  These families, too, are at risk.  Housing is, consequently, the second priority (and closely related to Priority #1) for the City.  Home maintenance and chore services, acquisition and repair, will also be offered as a part of the Macomb HOME Consortium, the City and its members, may assist homeowners, and those who want to become homeowners, with:  housing repairs, home maintenance and chore services, limited new construction, and down-payment assistance.  Over the life of the Consolidated Plan, the Consortium and its members will implement programs to assist existing homeowners, those aspiring to be homeowners, and renters seeking to afford decent rental housing.  Rental assistance may include: acquisition and (if necessary), repair, and Housing Choice Vouchers and tenant-based rental assistance to prevent homelessness, development of new, or rehabilitation of substandard existing, rental units.   
1. Address the Needs of Homeless & At-Risk Families
There were 380 homeless persons in the County, according to the January 2016 Point-in-Time survey conducted by the Macomb Homeless Coalition.  This figure excludes those who are sporadically homeless, temporarily housed, illegally squatting in foreclosed properties, or who have special needs.  The result is an undercount, and possibly inadequate support systems.  Programs to assist the homeless, and prevent homelessness among at-risk populations, including those with special needs, are therefore the a focus of this objective. Funding to will be used to reimburse MCREST, MATTS, Turning Point, and the Macomb County Warming Center for providing shelter to the homeless.

4.      Provide and Expand Human Services
Community and stakeholder feedback also indicate a strong need for improved human services, particularly as they relate to individuals and families made homeless, or who risk homelessness due to job loss or underemployment.  Those affected spend inordinate amounts of time seeking essential services only to find them not offered or inaccessible.  Municipal resources are overextended, despite the compelling need to serve these people.  The City  has therefore made providing human services to LI people, particularly those with special needs and those at risk of homelessness a priority by funding projects such as Home Chore, Care House, Sterling Heights Special Recreation.
5.      Foster Economic Development
Funding for 2016 will be used on both education and the elimination of blight .  The purpose of the these activies are to address residential areas of blight, and to foster economic growth for LI residents.Funding is provided to Macomb Community College for the single parent/displaced homemaker program, and Code Enforcement in LI areas of the City.
6. Address Post Foreclosure Housing Crisis Needs
Considering the limited funding, it will not always be possible to address all objectives in each program year, however it is the intention of the city to fund an activity at least once during the five year consolidated plan, throught HOME Consortia funds. No funds have been dedicated to this objective during the 2016 PY.
7.      Expand Comprehensive Planning, Management and Capacity
We need be able to effectively anticipate and address the rapidly changing economic, social and demographic environment in the City and County.  Similarly, we need new and effective tools to ensure effective municipal service delivery to City residents.   This is an essential to our future.  Comprehensive planning and management and capacity development is therefore our sixth priority. CDBE funds equal to 20% of the grant allocation have been dedicated to administration including City and the Macomb Homeless Coalition staff. The City will also have HOME administratin funds available.
3.	Evaluation of past performance 
This is an evaluation of past performance that helped lead the grantee to choose its goals or projects.
This evalution of the past performance helped lead the City to choose its goals and projects.  Funding decisions are based on compliance with the objectives listed in the 2014-2018 Consolidated Plan.
Funding applications were accepted and reviewed by the Citizen Advisory Committee.  These proposed actities align with the objectives in the Consolidated Plan.
Sterling Heights focused its efforts on expanding its housing rehabilitation program. The City partnered with Habitat for Humanity and was able to work with Habitat to shift its efforts from new construction to rehabilitation. Sterling Heights also continued its support of public service activities. Much of the efforts have been to respond to the rise in homelessness affected by the recent economic downturn.
Sub-recipient contracts include agreed upon outcomes and performance indicators expected to be accomplished during the contract period.
CDBG public service providers are required to submit quarterly progress reports. Reports are reviewed and monitoring of the providers is done once a year.  Any failure to produce the expected outcomes is taken into consideratin in subsequent years when evaluating capacity in future funding.
4.	Summary of Citizen Participation Process and consultation process

A hearing is held the first Monday in December. This process ensured presentation and coverage of all issues to affected residents and stakeholders, with opportunity for their review and comment.  The CAC will hold at least two public hearings per year to obtain citizen’s views and to respond to proposals and questions.  The hearings must address housing and community development needs, development of proposed activities, and review of program performance.   The public hearing defined satisfies the requirements to obtain the views of citizens on housing and community development needs, including priority non-housing community development needs.

1.	Introduction
Sterling Heights consulted numerous organizations, planning documents, and other resources during the preparation of the 2016 Annual Action Plan. 
Additionally, a public open house was held in the Community, and some additional needs that apply to the community were discussed at other meetings in the 2014 to 2019 Consolidated Plan process.  Meetings were well attended by public and assisted housing providers, and private and governmental health, mental health and service agencies.
Provide a concise summary of the jurisdiction’s activities to enhance coordination between public and assisted housing providers and private and governmental health, mental health and service agencies (91.215(l)).
Outreach conducted in this planning process confirmed that the delivery system is strong but is challenged by financial constraints and a great need for eligible activities. The working relationships established between partners are noteworthy, having resulted in the creation of the Consortium, the Macomb Homeless Coalition (MHC), effective interdepartmental cooperation that combines resources to further Program objectives, and inter-agency interventions. The Consortium also meets with the cities of Warren and St. Clair Shores on matters of mutual concern, and the County meets with its Urban County peers for the same purpose.
As reported in the last plan, the system is hindered by time and growing resource constraints, which impede cooperation among partners. Each has its own mandates, making it difficult to achieve the inter-organizational alignment necessary to address shared issues. Another constraint boils down to having insufficient money to address all needs. This forces hard choices between high priority needs and objectives, often diminishing opportunities for cooperation.
The City has a Public Housing Authority which oversees the public housing and Section 8 Voucher programs.
Describe coordination with the Continuum of Care and efforts to address the needs of homeless persons (particularly chronically homeless individuals and families, families with children, veterans, and unaccompanied youth) and persons at risk of homelessness.
 The City will continue to work with County and State agencies to encourage shelters and supportive housing.  The City does not foresee using its limited funding or resources to provide permanent housing for the homeless.
 The City of Sterling Heights and Macomb County participate in a Continum of Care process to develop and implement a coordinated approach to reducing poverty and homelessness. The 2016 Annual Action Plan supports continuing these services as an ongoing priority.
City staff at the subcommittee level along with service organizations, develop and implement a comprehensive plan for emergency shelter and services, transitional and permanent housing.  These joint efforts have encouraged a systems approach to homelessness to enable more homeless individuals to achieve self-sufficiency and find jobs and housing in the community.

New Business

A video presentation of the promotion for the public hearing was shown. Video also ran for the last two weeks on YouTube, and the City’s public channel 5.

43rd Year of the CDBG Program
Scott Charron, Civil Engineer requested $420,000 for road improvement of Fairway/Barnum Drive

Ms. Schabath asked the location of the street.  Mr. Charron stated between 14 and 15 Mile Roads, Maple Lane and Van Dyke. General discussion ensued.

Ms. Paraventi asked if was all of Fairway.  Mr. Charron stated that it would be all of Fairway and around the curve including Barnum.

Ms. Foley asked what the phone number to the Engineering Department is, and was this project reconstruction or resurfacing of the road.  Mr. Charron stated that this project is full reconstruction.

Ms. Pedrie asked if they were going to reconstruct the sewers with this project.  Mr. Charron explained that some replacements is done, but typically the system does not get replaced.

Mr. Castiglia asked about the replacement of grass along the roads.  Mr. Charron stated that the project would only impact one foot behind the curb area.

Tammy Turgeon, Library Director, Staff Liaison, Historical Commission, is requesting $52,000 for repairs to the Upton House. Repairs need are the Roof, wood around windows the porches and cupola. Brick repairs and Painting and caulking of the exterior.

Ms. Schabath asked if any interior repairs were being requested.  Ms. Turgeon, said that this request is for structural repairs.

Ms. Widrig asked what the plan is if the assessment comes back higher than expected.  Ms. Turgeon explained that they would then have to prioritize the repairs.

Ms. Pedrie questioned the breakdown of costs in the proposal.  Ms. Turgeon explained the process.

Ms. Foley asked if someone wanted to volunteer to do the work, how would they get ahold of Ms. Turgeon.  Ms. Turgeon said they could contact her at 586-446-2640.

Michael Moore, Public Works Director, requested $10,000 for tree planting on Marina Drive. 

Ms. Widrig asked if this request would be an ongoing request in future funding years.  Mr. Moore stated that they would be interested in continuing requests.

Ms. Pedrie asked how many houses would benefit from this funding.  Mr. Moore stated 55-60 houses, most homes in this one block would get trees.

Ms. Schabath asked who maintains the trees that would be planted.  Mr. Moore stated that this would be a city owned tree, and all city trees are pruned on a five year cycle. A general discussion on the types of trees, growth of trees and disease resistant trees ensued.

Teresa Jarzab, HUD Program Coordinator, made the following requests for funding on behalf of the City:

Administration:  $145,000 for the preparation of application for the CDBG program.  The funds would be used to cover all costs for supporting management, oversight, and coordination of the CDBG program.  Cost would include legal services, auditing services, publishing, postage, supplies, training, and wages. This year’s funding will also include the cost of a consultant to prepare the, Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing Assessment.

Mr. Castiglia asked if this included CDBG funds for assisting the Coordinator.  Ms. Jarzab stated that it does include funding for a part time staff member.  

Minor Home Repair:  $30,000 to provide assistance to income eligible seniors, handicapped, and owner occupants of mobile homes.  The members of the targeted population have an extremely limited income and have a difficult time making repairs to their homes.  The program will help to provide safe and descent housing.  Applicants are limited to $500 per year (depending on the availability of funding) for eligible repairs. Expected to service about 30-50 residents

Ms. Foley asked if there is a waiting list for this year.  Ms. Jarzab responded that we do in fact have a waiting list. Funding was provided on a first come first served basis.

General discussion ensued.

Dorie Vazques-Nolan representing Care House requested $12,000 to offset costs incurred to service 18 Sterling Heights residents. The facility, located in downtown Mr. Clemens, serves children involved in sexual abuse.  The center coordinates the investigation in order to reduce trauma by having a multi-disciplinary team which includes detectives, service workers, nurses, forensic interviewer, crisis counseling up to six sessions, parent support, children’s activity groups, and referral to long term support.

Rachel Mulawa, Special Recreation Supervisor, is requesting $25,000 for the City’s Special Recreation program. The program was developed because of the lack of activities offered by private or public agencies to people with disabilities. This will also include the rental of buses for this program.

Ms. Foley asked for the phone number for the program. Ms. Mulawa stated the number is 586-446-2700.

Mr. Castiglia asked if we are utilizing Utica Community Schools buses. Ms. Mulawa stated that we are currently using UCS, but they would ultimately use which ever district offers the best pricing.

Ms. Foley questioned how many Sterling Heights residents use this program. Ms. Mulawa stated 122 residents are served.

Jacquelyn Merchant, Director and COC Coordinator, representing the Macomb Homeless Coalition requested $3,500 to fund the Continuum of Care (CoC) Coordinator position. The CoC Coordinator is responsible for submitting grant applications that result in funding for homeless programs throughout Macomb County. 2015-2016 Served 2531 persons last year in Macomb County, of that 103 stated that they resided in Sterling Heights.

General discussion ensued. 

Barb Felczak representing Macomb Community College Single Parent Program Project Specialist at Macomb Community College requested $30,000 for the Single Parent/Displaced Homemaker Program at Macomb Community College.  She also expressed her gratitude to the C.A.C. for their continued support for the Single Parent/Displaced Homemaker Program.  

Mr. Castiglia stated how impressed he was with the success rate of the students that use this program. General discussion ensued.  Ms. Felczak answered questions regarding tuition costs, current number of residents enrolled this year, and credit hours per class.

Rebecca LaFave representing the Sterling Heights Public Library requested $7,000 to purchase large print and audio books for the Homebound Delivery Program.  She explained that the Friends of the Library have helped but funds are still needed.

General discussion ensued.  Ms. LaFave explained that the funding is used to reach our senior housing serving approximately 820 residents, and homebound seniors serving 20 residents.

Colleen Motley representing Interfaith Volunteer Caregivers in requested $3,600 for the Safe at Home Project.  IVC assists residents with indoor and outdoor chores, for example changing storm windows, screens, furnace filters, replacing locks and broken window, installing smoke/CO2 detectors, grab bars as well as outdoor maintenance projects.

Ms. Widrig asked what residents would be served under this program.  Ms. Motley explained that only Low-Mod residents would be serviced.  General discussion ensued.  


Alisa Diez representing the Macomb Literacy Partners is requesting $2,400 in funding to provide one on one tutoring, ESL and basic literacy tutoring. MLC has been providing services since 1984. Literacy and ESL services are provided free to Macomb County Residents.

Ms. Pedrie asked for clarification on the funding request.  Ms. Diez explained how the funding would be spent for each resident. 

Marie Bristow representing Macomb Community Action is requesting $35,000 for the Chore Services Program. Home Chore is the grass cutting and snow removal program for eligible residents.

With no additional speakers, Mr. Castiglia closed the public hearing.
